Safeguarding truly protects children and not simply an organisation

Flatter governance model of leadership

Each parish reports to itself and processes data about child protection measures

Explicit rules for priests regarding

children, and mandatory reporting More explicit reflection on child

protection — paramount consideration

Democracy in the selection of leaders and decisions,
all have the opportunity to vote at plenary council

Alternative governance model of leadership

Victims are treated and supported in a manner that is trauma informed

Clear definitive role of parishes and personnel,
including an appropriate contact person for reporting
and support of victims and survivors

Treating everyone with equality and respect Different forms of lay ministry

Feedback and dialogue between
parishioners and priests, and other members
of leadership, as well as an annual review for priests

Consistency in policy and practices
Local interface referring into experts

Structure filled with diversity of gender,
with a greater emphasis on more involvement
of women, culture, age and experience

Male priesthood should not be a requirement for church offices/except Bishop
All people take responsibility for child safety

in the church, everyone is accountable
Mandatory reporting on all as part of their Christian duty
